JUDICIARY (THE RF)

The highest judicial body is the Constitutional Court, composed of 19 judges who are
appointed by the President and approved by the Council of the Federation. The Constitutional
Court's mandate is to rule on the constitutionality o I" legislative and executive actions. In the early
1990s the Constitutional Court tried unsuccessfully to mediate the conflict between the legislature
and the president. With the adoption of the 1993 constitution, the Constitutional Court’s powers
were reduced and its membership was changed.

Below the Constitutional Court are the Supreme Court and the Supreme Arbitration Court,
The Supreme Court rules on civil criminal, and administrative law, and the Supreme Arbitration
Court handles economic suits. As with the Constitutional Court, judges for these high courts are
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appointed by the president and approved by the upper house of the legislature. The 1978
constitution had established life terms for judges, but the 1993 constitution changed appointments
of high court judges to 12-year terms. By law, all judges in Russia arc independent and cannot be
removed from office.

THE POLITICAL SYSTEM OF GREAT BRITAIN

Parliament is British legislature of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
It consists of the Crown, the House of Lords, and the House of Commons, but in common usage it
refers only to the Lords and Commons. Cabinet members, including the Prime minister, are
members of one house or the other and are responsible to the House of Commons. The House of
Lords is the highest court of appeal in Britain's judicial system.

The House of Commons has 651 elected members. Elections are set by the prime minister but
must be held at least every five years. Because of the strict party discipline, important decisions are
often made in less formal meetings of the cabinet and party caucus.

The House of Lords, with about 1200 members is made up of the bishops of the Church of
England and the hereditary and life peers, all of whom are appointed by the Crown. Its power is
limited to delaying money bills for 30 days and other bills for one year. As a court of appeal, its
deliberations are limited to those peers with judicial experience.

WHAT IS THE CONSTITUTION? (THE USA)

The Constitution is a document prepared by a convention of delegates from 12 of the 13
States that met in Philadelphia in 1787, The original charter, which replaced the Articles of
Confederation and which became operative in 1789, established the United States as a federal union
of States, a representative democracy within a republic. The framers provided a Government of
three independent branches. The first is the legislature, which comprises a two-house or bicameral
Congress consisting of a Senate, whose members are apportioned equally among the States, and a
House of Representatives, whose members are apportioned among the States according to
population. The second, the executive branch, includes the President and Vice President and all
subordinate officials of the executive departments and executive agencies. The third branch, the
judiciary, consists of the Supreme Court and various subordinate Federal courts created by public
law.

THE ROLE OF PARLIAMENT

In 1865 John Bright described England as “the mother of Parliaments”. Until the late
eighteenth century no other country had succeeded in developing such an institution; indeed, many
looked to England to learn and, to a certain extent, to copy.

In the nineteenth century Parliament reached maturity with the huge increase in reforming
legislation and the fine oratorical skills of many politicians.

Nowadays the main functions of Parliament are to pass laws regulating the life of the country
and to scrutinize government policy and administration. Most of this work is carried on through
various kinds of debates in both Houses. Also, Parliament is normally consulted before all
important international treaties and agreements are ratified.

POTENTIAL INTERVIEW QUESTIONS
Technically, not every item is a question; some are statements; but all are intended to prompt
you for a response.
Better questions are not those that can be answered with a “yes” or “no,” but are open-ended
questions that invite thoughtful response. Even if you are asked a question that can be answered
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with a “yes” or “no,” (e.g. “Are you comfortable with the amount of travel this job involves?”), you
can certainly add a word of explanation to back up your answer (e.g., “Yes. I actually look forward
to the opportunity to travel and to work with the staff members in some of the other offices).

Best questions are those that ask you how you behaved in the past, because past behaviour is
the best predictor of future behaviour.

Not every interviewer will ask you every one of these questions. However, if you are prepared
to address these questions, you will leave the impression that you were prepared for your job
interview, even if additional questions take you by surprise.

RETIRING FROM WORK

For many of us, the prospect of retirement from work provides an opportunity to seek fresh
directions and new challenges. You may, for example, be thinking of taking up a different area of
paid or voluntary work, learning some new skills, embarking on some travel or just spending more
time on a favourite hobby or pastime.

Planning for your retirement will give you the best chance of maximizing your time, adjusting
to this lifestyle change and help you budget for the type of financial security you would like during
retirement. People today are living longer, healthier lives so it's important to plan in advance for this
new phase in life.

Some retired people may simply have retired from one occupation. For that reason, you may
regard retirement as a job change rather than a total withdrawal from the labour market. Retiring
from work therefore may simply signal a career change. Most legislation dealing with the protection
of employees in Ireland does not have an upper age limit. This means that if you are working in
retirement, then you have the same employment rights as everyone else. If you decide to work part-
time, you can find out about employment rights of part-time workers.

WHAT IS LAW?

In all societies, relations between people are regulated by prescriptive laws. Some of them are
customs - that is, informal rules of social and moral behaviour. Some are rules we accept if we
belong to particular social institutions, such as religious, educational and cultural groups. And some
are precise laws made by nations and enforced against all citizens within their power.

What motives do governments have in making and enforcing laws? Social control is
undoubtedly one purpose. Public laws establish the authority of the government itself, and civil
laws provide a framework for interaction among citizens. Without laws, it is argued, there would be
anarchy in society (although anarchists themselves argue that human beings would be able to
interact peacefully without laws if there were no governments to interfere in our lives).

OLD PEOPLE IN BRITAIN

Hundreds of thousands of elderly people are lonely and cut off from society in this country,
especially those over the age of 75.

According to Age UK, more than 2 million people in England over the age of 75 live alone,
and more than a million older people say they go for over a month without speaking to a friend,
neighbour or family member.

People can become socially isolated for a variety of reasons, such as getting older or weaker,
no longer being the hub of their family, leaving the workplace, the deaths of spouses and friends, or
through disability or illness.

Whatever the cause, it's shockingly easy to be left feeling alone and vulnerable, which can
lead to depression and a serious decline in physical health and wellbeing.
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Someone who is lonely probably also finds it hard to reach out. There is a stigma surrounding
loneliness, and older people tend not to ask for help because they have too much pride.

CURATIVE MATSESTA SPRING
Matsesta is the name of a narrow river flowing along the valley between Hosta settlement and
Sochi center to the Sea. This is also the name of curative water. Matsesta, translated from Ubygh
dialect, means “fiery water”. The water is called “fiery” because it makes skin red. The main
treatment item of Matsesta is hydrogen sulphide.
